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S&o Bento Railway Station

Considered one of the eight most beautiful train stations in the world, Sdo Bento Railway Station stands at the heart of the
Historic Centre, offering visitors a concourse with more than 1500 tiles depicting historical scenes from the Northern region,
such as King Joao | and Queen Filipa de Lencastre entering the city in 1387.
